TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
THE JAGIELLONIAN FAIR
LUBLIN, 12th-15th AUGUST, 2010

I. The duration of the Fair. Operation time for business and catering establishments in the Old Town throughout the duration of the Jagiellonian Fair.

1. For the duration of the Jagiellonian Fair, the opening hours of business and catering establishments in the Old Town in Lublin will be as follows:

· 12th August: 11:00AM – 6:00PM 

· 13th August: 10:00AM – 6:00PM

· 14th August: 10:00AM – 6:00PM

· 15th August: 10:00AM – 6:00PM 

II. STALL ARRANGEMENT AND RULES OF PARTICIPATION

2. The Jagiellonian Fair is organized by Workshops of Culture, the branch of Centre for Culture,  based in  Lublin, 5 Popieluszki Street 20-052. 

3. A condition for participation is submitting a filled out entry form and a signed copy of this Agreement to the Organizers and subsequently receiving from them  a confirmation of participation made in written form or through the phone or else receiving and accepting invitation for participation in the Fair. 

4. Filled out entry form and a signed copy of terms and conditions  do not guarantee participation in the Fair. 

5. The Organizers reserve the right  to refuse any application without any reason for such refusal. 

6. Applications submitted by post or delivered in person will be accepted until July 1st(date as postmarked).The Organizers will inform the Applicants about acceptance or refusal of application by July 15th. Applications should be mailed to the Organizers at: Workshops of Culture-The Branch of Lublin Centre for Culture, 5 Popieluszki Street 20-052 Lublin, with the annotation: “The Jagiellonian Fair”.

7. The Participant may submit his resignation until August 1st. Resignations submitted after this date will be treated as forfeiture of participation in the next edition of the festival. 

8. The Participant is obliged to stay at the stall at all times nominated by the Organizers. The Participant is not permitted to close the stall before 6:00PM. Any prospective alterations to stall operation must be arranged with the Organizers and implemented only with their consent. 

9. The Organizers may prolong the duration of stall operation as a result of agreements made with individual Exhibitors. 

10. The Participant is obliged to participate in the Fair throughout its entire duration.  

11. The Participant receives an identity card (one piece), which also functions as a vehicle marking to allow free entering/leaving of the Old Town  area during the Fair. 

12. The stall provided by the Organizers is to be used solely by the Participant who is fully accountable for it, meaning  that the Participant is obliged to maintain order and cleanliness in the stall space as well as protect the stall from damage. At the end of each festival day, the Participant is obliged to clean the stall space. All residue must be disposed of only in containers designed for that purpose. 

13. With the exception of natural forces or unpredictable events independent of the user, the Participant will bear full responsibility for any damage to the stall.

14. Participants are to set up their stalls in spaces allocated by the Organizers

15. It is prohibited to organize any promotion action outside of the allotted stall. 

16. Stall space is assigned by the Organizers who also reserve the right to make alterations for technical or organisational reasons. 

17. The type and size of the stalls provided by the Organizers are not subject to replacement. Their allotment results from logistic and organisational circumstances. The Organizers allocate stalls and stall spaces for the Participant taking into account the quality of the festival as well as the safety and satisfaction of the Participants, Organizers and Visitors to the Jagiellonian Fair

18. The Organizers reserve the right to temporarily close the stall of the Participant. 

19. The Participant shall not set up his own custom stall without prior written consent from the Organizers. 

20.  Persons operating food outlets and stalls selling or distributing foodstuffs must, on all accounts, keep their own medical record book for sanitary and epidemiological purposes.

21. The Participant is obliged to comply with the Organizers' guidelines regarding the order and cleanliness of the stall. 

22. It is forbidden to build over the stalls provided by the Organizers. 

23. The Participant is responsible for ongoing stall maintenance

24. Shows and workshops hosted at respective stalls constitute an individual form of promotion  which the Participant organizes by himself and at his own expense. In justified cases, the Organizers reserve the right of intervention into the form of such activities. 

25. Exhibitors must comply with rules regarding appropriate allocation of facilities, market only properly marked wares, use legal measurement tools,  observe the expiry date and durability of wares intended for sale and consumption. 

26. The Participant has a right to advertise and/or publicise his wares only at the allocated stall within limits consulted with the Organizers, provided that such activity does not disturb  regular operation of the Fair. Advertising outside the stall requires  written consent from the Organizers and may be realised only through their mediation and for extra charges. Any advertising material will be otherwise subject to removal at the Participant's cost.  

27. The Organizers have a right to exclude from the Fair any stalls/wares which in their view are not in accordance with the general character of the festival.

28. The Participant exhibits wares which have been indicated in the filled out Jagiellonian Fair Entry Form or those whose type and number has been consulted with the Organizers. The Organizers reserve the right to decide the type, appearance and number of wares displayed and sold at the Jagiellonian Fair. 

29. Non-Participants who display wares at the venue of the Fair will be removed by Security Guards and Municipal Police. 

30. For the duration of the Fair the Participant is provided with a free stall. The Organizers do not charge for the stall, stall space or for the opportunity to display wares at the Fair. 

31. The Participant is obliged to cover the costs of electricity provided by the Organizers in accordance with individual agreements made with Exhibitors basing on the requests submitted to the Organizers.  

32. The charges for participation in the Fair are related to the optional board and lodging which the Participant is invited to book with the Organizers. Board and Lodging prices may change depending on rates set by Service Providers.  

III. INSURANCE

33. Participants are obliged to insure trade goods, promotional materials, exhibition and technical equipment by themselves. 

34. The Organizers will not be held responsible for accidents and damage done to exhibits before, during and after the Fair. 

35. The Organizers will not be responsible for damage caused by theft, vandalism, natural forces or other unpredictable  events. 

IV. COMMUNICATION (TRANSPORT AND DELIVERY)

36. Participant obligations:

a)The Participant agrees to ensure the delivery of wares and to remove his vehicles from the exhibition venue by 10:00am on August 12th and by 9:30am on each of the following festival days. 

b)The Participant agrees to ensure sufficient provisions to guarantee an ongoing daily supply of goods. 

c)The Participant agrees to close the stall between 6:00pm and 8:00pm on each day of the festival (vehicle traffic in the Old Town area will be enabled after 6:30pm) 

d)The Participant agrees to  remove his vehicles and depart by 8:00pm at the latest

e)The Participant understands that stall operating hours may be prolonged for Participants who have received relevant consent from the Organizers. 

37.  The hours of vehicle entering/leaving the Old Town area  must be complied with. 

38. Failure to comply with rules regarding vehicle traffic in the Old Town area may result in disciplinary action being taken by the Municipal Police.

V. FINAL SETTLEMENTS 

39.  Throughout the duration of the Fair the Organizers will be on call between 9:00am and 8:30pm 

40. No artistic or entertainment exhibitions or shows shall take place at the  venue of the Jagiellonian Fair without prior consent of the Organizers.

41. Failure to comply with terms and conditions may result in exclusion of the Participant from the Fair

42. Any complaints should be immediately submitted in writing to the Organizers' Office.

43. Complaints submitted after the end of the Fair will be rejected. 

44. Instances not included in this Agreement shall be considered pursuant to the Civil Code and other relevant provisions of law. 

45. Any disputes arising between the Organizers and the Participant from or in connection with the Fair are to be settled by a relevant common court of law in Lublin. 

46. Accepting and signing this Agreement is a prerequisite for participation in the Jagiellonian Fair, both for applicants filing out the entry form and persons invited by the Organizers. 

47. The enforcement of this Agreement is entrusted to the Organizers, Police Force and Municipal Police.
